Stocking Wall Decoration

The flexible soft nature, and
the festive colors of the
Embroidered Christmas Tree
papers make them ideal for
this particular project. Silky
Lace and Soft Unryu would
work equally as well.

Materials Needed:

e Papers: I-3807 and 1-3808 Embroidered Christmas Trees, Red Unryu TU-2075
Ornaments: TRU-2296 Reversible Christmas Trees

e 15”x 20” Foamcore or corrugated cardboard
e 18"x 24” scrap paper for pattern

e 18"x 24” colored paper for back of stocking
e Optional: Gold cord

e Optional: Plastic wall hanger

e Small amount of fiberfill (1/4 of a bag)

e Gel Medium

e Scissors

e Craft Knife

Using the foamcore or cardboard, draw and cut out a stocking shape. Using the foamcore stocking
as a guide, cut a stocking out of the colored art paper to the exact size. This will be used on the back
of the stocking to cover glued edges. Cut another stocking out of the Christmas paper to the exact
size plus ¥2” at the top. Using the foamcore shape again, draw out a pattern on the scrap paper and
add allowances all the way around. Adding 2%2” on both sides allows for a good pocket at the top,
but you’ll want to taper to 1” allowance for the toe. (You will be attaching the Christmas Paper by
folding and gluing to the back of the Foamcore, which will take about ¥2” of the allowance all the way
around. It is advisable to pre-fold the ¥2” allowance on the scrap paper pattern and pre-fit it to the
foamcore. This will allow you to see if adjustments are needed and where you will need to clip curves.)
When you are satisfied with the fit, use the scrap paper pattern to cut the Christmas Paper.

Glue the first Christmas paper stocking to the front of your foamcore, folding the top %2” over the top
and gluing to the back. This will conceal the exposed foamcore edge and provide a finished look for
the inside. When this is dry, start attaching the larger Christmas paper stocking beginning with the toe,
which is the trickiest part. Use a small amount of fiberfill in between the paper and foamcore (to keep
yourself from gluing it too tight). Work your way up to the top of the stocking, adding fiberfill as
necessary. Dry face up. When dry, attach the colored art paper stocking shape on the back to cover
up the glued edges. To make the pointed trim for the top of the stocking, cut 5 or 6 triangular shapes
(contrasting color trees). Attach the triangles on the inside of the stocking and fold to the front. When
the project is finished, you can attach a plastic hanger on the back for hanging.

Christmas Placemats

For the Stocking Ornaments, draw and cut stocking shapes from the foamcore. For a 3-dimensional
pocket, keep the toe design simpler, and cut an extra stocking shape out of the Christmas paper adding
4" to the top. Glue this stocking to the front side of the foamcore, extending the ¥2” over the top to
cover the exposed edge of the foamcore. (If you are making the flat foamcore stocking shapes, the
toe design can be more elaborate. Cut a separate piece of the Christmas paper the exact size of the
foamcore shape to use on the back to cover glued edges.) Make a pattern for the stocking on scrap
paper, adding about %4” to each side at the top and about ¥2” around the toe and bottom. Make sure
the pattern fits properly, adjust if necessary, then cut out the Christmas Paper. Glue the stocking edges
to the back of the foamcore, starting at the toe. If you are making the 3-dimensional pocket, use a
small amount of fiberfill so that you won’t glue the paper too tight. A loop of gold cord glued to the
back makes the ornament hang-able. To finish, attach the colored art paper stocking shape on the
back to cover the glued edges. The ornaments are ready to hang.

Christmas Placemats
Materials Needed:

Reversible Christmas tree Paper
Gold Marker

Gel Medium

Metal Ruler

Craft Knife

Optional: Clear Laminating Film

Decide on the size you want your placemats to be and cut as many as you will need. Cut out as many
contrasting Christmas Trees as you will need and glue them into place. When everything is dry, use
the gold marker to make a simple border using the width of the ruler as a guide. Cover the front and
back with clear laminating film if desired and trim off any excess.
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
